     Stevens traveled to Litchfield for the first time in school history, but left 0-3 after a late Campbell 
TD with 44 seconds left. After a quick, 44-yard TD pass from Senior Cam Blewitt to Sophomore Zach 
Powers with only 3 minutes off the clock, the Stevens faithful had plenty with which to be happy. The 
extra point went a bit wide, but Stevens led 6-0 on their first possession. Blewitt then intercepted a 
Campbell pass at the Stevens' 30-yard line to set up a 14-play, 67-yard drive that resulted in an 
interception in the end zone. Campbell set up shop at their own 2-yard line and was forced to punt, 
and on the poor kick, the Cards took possession at Campbell's 23-yard line. After a pass interference 
flag, Junior QB Billy Brooks hit Powers for his second TD of the game with 8:47 left in the first half.

Sanborn recovered a Stevens fumble at their own 47-yard line with 7:09 left in 
the game. On 4th & 10, the Indians executed a fake punt pass from Dylan Spence to Ben McClary for 
20 yards that moved them to the Cardinal 34. On yet another 4th down, Sanborn executed again, this 
time on a 22-yard pass from Ryan Morris to McClary as the Indians set up camp at the 19. The 
visitors moved the ball to the 8 where on fourth down, they elected to attempt a 25 yard field goal with 
less than 10 seconds. The kick was shanked but a roughing the snapper/kicker penalty was called 
giving Sanborn a shot at the four.

     The teams left Barnes Park at 10:00 PM with plans to complete the game the following Monday at 
Merrimack Valley High School in Penacook. A lightning strike and subsequent strikes had caused a 
lengthy delay seconds after Somersworth had scored to take a 20-18 lead in the 3rd quarter. 
     Somersworth scored first with 8:22 remaining in the 1st quarter, but the kick was no good. A TD 
run by Cam Blewitt tied it up just over a minute later with a 44-yard TD run. Unable to connect on the 
conversion pass, the score stood at 6-6 with 7:20 in the quarter, but neither team would find the goal.

     With no score and 3:54 left in the game, Stevens orchestrated an 8-play, 61-yard drive closing out 
with Senior RB Cam Blewitt's 2-yard plunge securing their second win of the season. Starting at their 
own 39, Blewitt  took the first three handoffs for 11 yards. Sophomore Donald Pellerin then took off for 
a 14-yard gain setting up a Blewitt to Joe Tarr 28-yard pass to move them to the seven. Blewitt then 
finished off the 21 feet on two carries to the cheers of the Stevens faithful.  
     After trading possessions in the 1st quarter, the Cardinals CJ Gosselin recovered a Wildcat fumble 
at their own 46-yard line. Stevens was unable to capitalize as a Billy Brooks to Tarr reception was 
brought back due to a penalty, forcing the Cardinals to eventually punt. After trading possessions yet 
again, Chris Shattuck was able to sack FM's QB Kaian Wilkes for an 8-yard loss to close out the 
scoreless first half.
     The second half started out like the first with both teams unable to move the ball with any vigor as 
Stevens turned the ball over three times (2 interceptions, 1 punt return fumble) during the timeframe. 
On the fumble, FM took possession at the Stevens 36-yard line. The Wildcats were able to move the 
ball to the four, and after two incompletions, set up for a 21-yard field goal with 5:41 left in the game.

     As the Wildcats arrived at Barnes Park, a quick downpour with strong winds whipped through the 
park. Luckily, it was quick and the game was able to be played under mostly dry conditions.

     Of the 11 opening-day starters, only four were in the starting lineup today (Blewitt, Pellerin, Eaton, 
Gosselin). Decimated by injuries, Stevens was unable to gain ground offensively and burn clock in the 
second half as Windham racked up 634 yards of total offense.  
     The Cards were able to score on their first series as Senior workhorse Cam Blewitt punched it in 
from four yards out and with his conversion run, the Cardinals led 8-0 after only 2 1/2 minutes.  The 
key play of the drive was a Donald Pellerin 58-yard dash up the middle on 3rd and 20. The Jaguars 
retaliated on an 8-play, 64-yard drive capped off by Kevin Cooney's 3-yard TD run and with the kick, 
Stevens led 8-7. Windham took the lead on Cooney's second TD of the day, this time a 28-yarder.

     Senior Captain Cam Blewitt scored all four of the Cardinal touchdowns as Stevens defeated 
Bishop Brady 30-13 in front of the hometown faithful. The five senior football players (Matthew Bean, 
Blewitt, Aaron Daignault, Montana Gorey, and Joe Tarr) were all recognized prior to the game as the 
Cardinals built off the pregame emotion by scoring on their first drive of the game.  Stevens executed 
a 7-play, 79-yard drive in three minutes as Blewitt punched it in from one yard out. Blewitt added the 
conversion run to make the score 8-0. 
     Bishop Brady scored to start the second half by marching 45 yards on 13 plays capped off by Jon 
Conley's 1-yard run. Brett Michaud added the extra point to close the gap to one, 8-7. The Cardinals 
came right back by way of the ground as a 9-play, 61-yard drive was closed out by Blewitt on a 23-
yard run. Junior Chris Shattuck found classmate Billy Brooks in the end zone for the two-point 
conversion, 16-7.

     Brady opened the second half with a scoring drive of their own going 50 yards on four plays as 
Blake Whitcomb scored from 21 yards out.
